ASSEMBLY INSTRUCTIONS

THE MARRO-COVER MUST BE FULLY ASSEMBLED PRIOR TO USE
Tools Required – 1 No. 8mm spanner

i. Slide spring  (3) over spacing column (2),
ii. Slide securing collar  (4) over spacing column,
iii. Insert spacing column into underside of cover plate  (1),
iv. Secure spacing column to cover plate using 4 x bolts (5), washers (6) and nuts (7), ensure nuts are not over-tightened,
v. Slide locking arm (8) over spacing column,
vi. Secure locking arm to required cover slab depth by inserting the pin (9) through the locking arm and spacing column, secure with the clip (10).

Please note – Securing pin and clip should be inserted through holes in spacing column (2) as below…..

                         Top    = 150mm cover slab
                       Centre  = 180mm cover slab

                     Bottom  = 200mm cover slab

THE MARRO-COVER MUST BE FULLY ASSEMBLED PRIOR TO USE

i. Ensure arms are in the locked position (parallel to side of cover),

ii. Insert key and rotate fully until arms are in the unlocked position (diagonal to side of cover),

iii. In this position the key cannot be removed and can now be used as a carrying handle,

iv. Insert the Marro-Cover onto the cover slab access hole,

v. Apply downward pressure to the key to engage the spring mechanism,

vi. Rotate key fully, release pressure and remove key,

vii. Please note; the key cannot be removed unless the arms are fully rotated to the locked position (parallel to side of cover).
